1.1 Students will make works of art that explore different kinds of subject matter, topics, themes, and 
metaphors. Students will understand and use sensory elements, organizational principles, and expressive images 
to communicate their own ideas in works of art.  

• Students explore the history and meaning of hieroglyphics and the use of other symbols by creating their 
own signs and graphic images for other students to decipher. Students use a variety of materials and 
media to create these symbols.
